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Tabgha is not a city, but a small area on the northwest shore of the Sea of Galilee, not far from Capernaum. 
Mount of Beatitudes is just above this area, from which Jesus delivered “Sermon on the Mount.“
In ancient times, Tabgha was known as Heptapegon - "Place of the Seven Springs." These seven springs produce warm water, which increases the production of algae in this part of the lake, and the algae attracts more fish. Fishermen have flocked to this area for thousands of years. 
Today, the same kind of fish caught 2,000 years ago by Peter and other fishermen is still an important food supply for people live here. Visitors can enjoy “St, Peter’s fish”, which is a spice of tilapia.
Tabgha is the traditional location for Jesus calling of his disciples.  It is believed that here Jesus walked along the shore and called out to Simon Peter and Andrew who were casting their nets into the lake.  Walking along, Jesus saw two other brothers, James and John who were preparing their nets with their father Zebedee.  Jesus called all of these men to follow him.
Two familiar Jesus miracles happened in this place. The first one is the multiplication of five loaves and two fish to feed five thousand people. 
Once Jesus went by boat to a deserted place by Himself. But when the multitudes heard it, they followed Him on foot from the cities.  And when Jesus went out He saw a great multitude; and He was moved with compassion for them, and healed their sick (Matthew 14:13-21).
When it was evening, His disciples came to Him and said, "This is a deserted place, and the hour is already late. Send the multitudes away, that they may go into the villages and buy themselves food."  But Jesus said to them, "They do not need to go away. You give them something to eat."  And the disciples told Him, "We have here only five loaves and two fish."
Jesus said, "Bring them here to Me." Then He commanded the multitudes to sit down on the grass. And He took the five loaves and the two fish, and looking up to heaven, He blessed and broke and gave the loaves to the disciples; and the disciples gave to the multitudes.  So they all ate and were filled, and they took up twelve baskets full of the fragments that remained.  Now those who had eaten were about five thousand men, besides women and children.
The second miracle happened on the day after Jesus’ resurrection. His disciples decided to go back to their fishing lives, but they had a very stressful night.  
He prepared an unexpected lakeside fish breakfast for his weary and despaired disciples.  It was after the second miracle, Jesus asked Peter three times, “Do you love me?’ and Jesus commanded Peter to feed his sheep (John 21).
“……… They went out and immediately got into the boat, and that night they caught nothing. 4 But when the morning had now come, Jesus stood on the shore; yet the disciples did not know that it was Jesus. 5 Then Jesus said to them, “Children, have you any food?” They answered Him, “No.” 
6 And He said to them, “Cast the net on the right side of the boat, and you will find some.” So they cast, and now they were not able to draw it in because of the multitude of fish. 
7 Therefore that disciple whom Jesus loved said to Peter, “It is the Lord!” Now when Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord, he put on his outer garment (for he had removed it), and plunged into the sea. 8 But the other disciples came in the little boat (for they were not far from land, but about two hundred cubits), dragging the net with fish. 9 …..
 11 Simon Peter went up and dragged the net to land, full of large fish, one hundred and fifty-three; and although there were so many, the net was not broken. 12 Jesus said to them, “Come and eat breakfast.” Yet none of the disciples dared ask Him, “Who are You?”—knowing that it was the Lord. 13 Jesus then came and took the bread and gave it to them, and likewise the fish. 
14 This is now the third time Jesus showed Himself to His disciples after He was raised from the dead. “
Immediately after this,  Jesus said to Simon Peter three times, “Do you live Me?” And, Jesus commanded Peter to feed His sheep.
So, when they had eaten breadfast, Jesus said to Simon Peter, “
 “Simon, son of Jonah,do you love Me more than these?” 
He said to Him, “Yes, Lord; You know that I love You.” 
He said to him, “Feed My lambs.” 
He said to him again a second time, “Simon, son of Jonah, do you love Me?” 
He said to Him, “Yes, Lord; You know that I love You.” 
He said to him, “Tend My sheep.” 
He said to him the third time, “Simon, son of Jonah, do you love Me?” Peter was grieved because He said to him the third time, “Do you love Me?” 
And he said to Him, “Lord, You know all things; You know that I love You.” 
Jesus said to him, “Feed My sheep.
